Women are underrepresented in the STEM field and there is evidence that seeing positive
representation and role models can impact girls’ aspirations in STEM and confidence in
STEM. This cultivation of a positive STEM identity can begin in the early years through
books. The books in this curated list celebrate women innovators in STEM fields with
engaging illustrations and/or photos to talk about with your young children. You may
want to explore other books by the authors listed here — their other titles are often just as
good! Each book may also embrace everyday STEM concepts accurately and indicate the
STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, Math) domain as well.

The ages are only SUGGESTED guidelines! For example, many books in the “Babies &
Toddlers” category may be loved by older children as well. If you need to adapt the
